Enrollment forms and fees will not be accepted after 

Friday, August 28, 2009.  Classes will begin on Monday September 1, 2009.

ELEMENTARY AND MIDDLE SCHOOL PRIVATE LESSONS 

PIANO 

VOICE            Starting in January 2010 

• Private lessons are usually thirty minutes in length, with the piano teacher 
working one-on one with a student. Individual lessons provide a high degree of 
personal attention for a student.  

• Students should bring all music books and materials to their lesson.  No lesson 

will be given without materials if student forgets to bring his/her music books. 

No make up lesson will be given.

ELEMENTARY AND MIDDLE SCHOOL PRIVATE LESSON PAYMENTS 

• Payments are due in full on first scheduled lesson of the month. If a child misses 

the first scheduled lesson of the month, payment is still due.  If payment is not 

made by the second scheduled lesson, the lessons will not be continued.

Cancelled lessons may be made up if there are times available.Lessons that 

can not be made up will not be eligible for a refund. Exceptions may be made for 

emergencies .

PRESCHOOL GROUP LESSONS 

Heartfelt Music Academy is providing a new music program for four and five year old 

students. These group piano lessons will be provided during the school day.

• Four and five year old students will receive piano lessons in a group of two to 

three students. 

• Lessons are held one time each week for a standard thirty minutes. 

• Students are expected to bring all music books and materials to the lesson. No 

lesson will be given without materials if student forgets to bring his/her music 

books. 

• There are no make up lesson or refunds for any group music classes. If the teacher 

misses a class due to illness, the class will be made up by the teacher. 

• Recital will be held in May, 2009.

ELEMENTARY AND MIDDLE SCHOOL GROUP PIANO LESSONS 

• Group piano lessons are generally 30 to 45 minutes in length, and consist of a 

maximum of six students, working with the piano teacher. Group lessons are 

offered to students in kindergarten through eighth grade.  During group lessons, 

each student plays their own keyboard while receiving instruction. Students are 

introduced to new skills in the group each week and practice these skills using 

earphones. The teacher rotates among the students to check on their progress and 

provides additional instruction as needed. 

• Students are expected to bring all music books and materials to the lesson. No 

lesson will be given without materials if student forgets to bring his/her music 

books. 

• There are no make up lesson or refunds for group piano classes. If the teacher 

misses a class due to illness, the class will be made up by the teacher.

GROUP BAND PAYMENTS
